1. SIM Card Installation. Insert the SIM cards into the device, then stick the sticker.

2. Antenna Installation. Rotate the antenna into the antenna connector accordingly.

3. Terminal Block Installation. Insert the 2PIN, 2x3PIN, 2x4PIN terminal blocks into the interfaces connector,
then can connect the devices or sensors to the gateway via corresponding interfaces e.g. RS232/RS485,

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4. Mounting Kit installation.
①Wall mounting (measured in mm.)

4. Use login information shown in the product label
when prompted for authentication.

5. After logging in, the home page of the web
interface is displayed, then you can view system
information and perform configuration on the
device.

6. The automatic APN selection is ON by default, if
need to specify your own APN, please go to the
menu Interface->Link Manager->Link
Setting->WWAN Settings to finish the specific
setting.
